Supplies:

eCanningjars

4" Styrofoam balls

eSmall thin sheet of styrofoam
Glitter Felt (orange, white & 2 black)
Craft foam (white and glitter black)
«3 White Chenille stems (cat whiskers)
*Wiggly eyes-variety of sizes

eSmall pink buttons

eGold medallion (button) for Dracula
Craft paint (purple, black, green)
ePurple yarn (hair)

eGauze (3 yard pkq)

efFabri-Tac permanent adhesive

Craft scissors (pinking shears optional)

Directions:

1. Referring to the photo for color choices, cover the jar lids with felt. Cut a circle from felt about
2 inches larger than the diameter of the lid. Glue felt to the top, and then cut slits in the felt all
around the edge. Fold down and glue the cut felt to the edge of the lids.

2. Paint foam balls & let dry. Cut off the bottoms to flatten, then glue to felt covered lids

3. Add mouths by cutting pieces from colored sheets of craft foam and glue in place.

4. Noses & ears can be formed by cutting shapes from thin sheet of Styrofoam (cutting a bit larger
than finished size) and molding into desired shape. Glue in place. Use triangle piece of felt for cat
nose. Mold small piece of Styrofoam to place under gauze for ghost nose. Glue on wiggly eyes.

5. Dracula: Cut black glittered felt 1/2" x 12"and 1 piece 9x9" (use pinking shears for top & bottom
edge of cape) Attach cape in place with 1/2" strip of felt. For cap cut 3x3"square and trim each
edge so it curves in. Smooth onto head and cut slit up the back to make it lay flat. Glue in place.
Vest: cut white glitter felt 3x12" Wrap around jar and cut points to resemble vest. Glue buttons in
place and hang medallion-like button from floss, string or piece of purple yarn.

6. Witch: Cut cape the same as for Dracula but after attaching 1/2" strip of felt, fold top of cape
down over strip. Cut 16" pieces of purple yarn (start with 30 pieces) and tie bundle together at
the 8" mark. Glue in place on top of head like a mop and then give a haircut to form bangs and
varied lengths as shown. Hat: cut 2" circle from glitter foam and 3x8" strip to form cone. Bend cone
into shape, glue along edge and staple once to secure while drying, trim edges to 3" from point
all they way around the cone. Attach to brim and then use glue or straight pin to secure to head.
7. Cat: Cut chenille stems in half, bend and push into place. Cut two black glitter triangles for ears,
trim to fit and glue in place.

8. Ghost: Cut 2x36" strips of gauze and wrap around head and top of jar until you have achieved
desired look. Glue in several spots, as you go, to secure.
